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2012 ICGS School Play Auditions
The ICGS Parents’ Club is pleased to announce that this year’s grade school play is the musical, “The Wizard of Oz.”  The performances are March 9, 10 and 11, 2012.
Our Director is Ms. Emily Dugan.  We’re excited Ms. Dugan is with us again for her eighth ICGS production.   Ms. Dugan is a theater arts teacher and stage performer with extensive experience working with junior high children.   Mr. Phil Videckis, Music Director, & Mrs. Peg Koch, Choreographer, return to share their amazing music and dance talent with the cast.

Any interested 6th, 7th or 8th grader is eligible to audition for “Wizard.”  This show provides for an ensemble cast of both boys and girls.  Participation in the school play is a great learning experience and lots of fun. 

Besides acting, the play provides stage crew opportunities.  Those only interested in being crew members should complete a stage crew permission form, but are not required to attend the auditions.  Crew will be contacted separately sometime in February.

Cast auditions will be held November 29, December 1, 2, and 5th, 2:45-6pm in MPH.  The audition sign-up poster will be posted in the Junior High Hallway Wednesday, November 9 – Wednesday, November 16; permission forms are due Wednesday, November 16. 

Auditions are scheduled as follows:

6th grade – Tue, Nov 29th Read & Sing & Dance
7th grade – Thur, Dec 1st Read & Sing & Dance
8th grade – Fri, Dec 2nd Read & Sing & Dance
      Callbacks – Mon, Dec. 5th
On Monday, Nov 21, an Audition Reminder will be sent to each person who completed a permission form.  The reminder will specify a date and explain how auditions will work.  Contact Mrs. Wood at 630-359-5723 if you do not receive a Reminder.

Students will be cast based on the following criteria: voice projection, diction, energy, character expression, ease of movement on stage, vocal quality (singing), dance/rhythm ability, and behavior/attitude.  Cast size varies each year depending on the show.

Rehearsals will be held mainly Tuesdays through Thursdays (with a few added Mondays and Fridays) after school, from 3:00-5:30 pm, and a few Saturdays from 10-1:00 pm, beginning January 3, 2012.  Many parts do not require attendance at all rehearsals, and it is likely that rehearsals will be split up, with some parts coming for the first half and others coming for the second half of the rehearsal.  This will be detailed in the final rehearsal schedule.  

Key dates and the general rehearsal calendar are listed below.

We realize there may be conflicts with other activities.  We ask that you carefully compare your schedule to the rehearsal schedule, identify your conflicts and list them on the permission form.   List as much detail as possible, including TIMES.  We will do our best to set the rehearsal schedule around conflicts, but please be aware that conflicts may affect casting.   Also know that once the rehearsal schedule is set, you cannot miss more than three rehearsals or your part may be re-cast.

If you really want to audition, but are unsure of whether your conflicts are acceptable, we recommend that you audition and list your conflicts and let us see if we can work it out. 

Being involved in the ICGS School Play requires a major commitment by students and parents.  Students are expected to attend all required rehearsals, with repeated absences (more than three) resulting in re-casting.   In addition, excellent behavior is required.  Parents are required to volunteer on at least one committee and to cast-sit during one or two rehearsals and/or one performance.  Parents AND students MUST attend a Contract Night on Tuesday, December 13, where these commitments will be further explained.  
Parents should also be aware that there is a $50 activity fee, and that parents are responsible for finding and/or paying for your child’s costume(s).  Costume costs vary considerably from person to person, but can run anywhere from $25-$100 for items purchased or rented by the Costume Committee.  We work very hard to keep these costs to a minimum, and will work with families where these costs are a hardship.  Other optional costs are for t-shirts, program ads, and DVDs.
